
Bus Rules 

 
� Riders must keep themselves and their possessions clear of the 

aisles 

� Remain seated at all times 

� Ask bus driver before opening windows 

� No body parts outside of window! 

� Do not throw anything out the window 

� Dangerous objects are not permitted on the bus 

� Defacing or damaging the bus is not allowed 

� No eating, drinking, or smoking  

� Loud or boisterous behavior is not permitted 

� Offensive behavior is not permitted 

� Using the seat belts or harness straps for purposes other than 

which they were intended is prohibited 

� Fighting is prohibited 

� Taunting or maliciously teasing other is not permitted 

� Refrain from touching others 

� No items of great personal or monetary value on the bus 

� Animals or pets are not allowed on the bus 

� Objects larger than those that can be accommodated on the 

students lap or underside of seat is prohibited 

 

Violation of these rules must be reported by or to the bus driver on a bus 

conduct report 

 

 SPED STUDENTS 

� All students are in an assigned seat and seat location is documented 

in route book 

� Students who are met by someone must be noted on the seat 

assignment page in their route book 

� Any infraction of the bus rules must be documented and turned 

into the school or transportation office immediately 

� Bus rules are posted and noted to students on a frequent basis
